7. Secretary's report and account sheet for 2006/2007
The secretary summarised the attendance and events of the last season. The league had attracted a record turnout since 1997 with well\over 500 attendees.

The accounts were healthy with a small reserve. He commented that some forces still had not paid their subs, one from the previous year. 

8. Subscriptions for 2007/2008 season
The treasurer proposed that the subs should raise £5 to £40 to meet inflation. The subscriptions had been at £35 for the previous five years. The committee voted unanimously that this was a fair proposal.

10. Proposed change of start time for league fixtures
The North Wales team proposed that the start time for the league be changed to 12 noon. This would allow runners time to return home earlier. 
The pros and cons were discussed but the mood among those present was to remain at 2pm start. The later start allowed those working lates and even night shifts to make it to a mid afternoon fixture. The 2pm start time had been such the case for countless years and has never really posed a problem.
The committee present voted unanimously to remain the same.

The secretary had now created a website with its own www.npccl.co.uk domain that was proving to be a good platform to share league business and download results. He urged force representatives to circulate the domain name to their members and also to submit photographs for inclusion.

Heather Mitchell proposed a ‘Most Improved Runner’ prize or perhaps further prizes for veteran 45, 50 and 55 classes. 

The chair mooted that a ‘most improved runner’ title was awarded some years ago but stopped as it was often difficult to identify any particular one individual.

The committee agreed that Veteran Classes could be awarded for male and female but there was a cost consideration as well as a ‘sufficient contention’ issue in respect of the ladies. Also, up to date declaration of respective ages was another consideration. 
The secretary proposed that he could include one new male/female veteran class prize next season depending on sufficient attendees in that class.
