5. Matters arising from minutes not already on agenda
(i) League 10K Event

This had been discussed at the last AGM and forces had since discussed and considered the practicalities of a 10K league. It was felt that a series of 10k’s in the summer may be difficult to coordinate and also ‘overload’ the police fixture calendar.

Andy Lakeland (South Yorkshire) had held a police event within the Barnsley 10k last year and Steve Broadbent (Lancashire) has also done same for some years with the Lancaster 10k. Both were good venues for attracting local force runners.
A suggestion was to have just one centrally located event in the summer and perhaps alternate each year. Bryan Lawton suggested a central venue in Manchester and the ‘Moonraker’ 10k in early August may be a possible option. The more central the location would attract members from all northern league forces.

8. Secretary's report and account sheet for 2008/2009
The secretary confirmed that season attendance was down for a second year running. There was no real reason for this and numbers were down generally for each force. He asked that every force make every effort to market the league to their members in the coming season, in particular, younger members of the force.

The accounts were healthy with a balance of £439.57. 

The league account was previously held in an Abbey National account but the secretary had recently closed this in favour of lodging the reserves within his own Lancashire Constabulary Club account. (A move that he should have done years ago)
This way all transactions would be audited free of charge by the Club auditors Moore & Smalley. It would also be much easier for him to deposit and withdraw funds. The league ‘reserve’ would simply be carried over each audit.

The committee agreed to this retrospectively.
The treasurer asked that Cheshire, Cumbria, Cleveland and Humberside were still owing £40 fees for this season.

The next season fees were due post September 2009.
