12. Any other business

iii. Insurance liability cover – It had already been an issue during the season. Police Sport UK had agreed to cover the NPCCL fixtures under their insurance. The Chairman asked the secretary to seek ‘formal’ confirmation of this arrangement.
Action: Secretary to write formally to Ian Campbell (PSUK)

iv. League Mission Statement - Andy Lakeland suggested that the League adopt a ‘mission statement’ that could be used to promote our intentions and objectives. This would be good to encourage new runners and help promote health and fitness.

Action: Andy Lakeland to draft out a suggested statement for perusal and then subsequent inclusion in the League website.
v. Race Numbers - The Chairman suggested that we consider reusable race numbers to save costs. The secretary did have a small set. His bigger set had been returned to Kendra White.

A suggestion was to issue permanent numbers. This was dismissed as it may lead to confusion as time progressed.

Action: Secretary to explore reusable numbers.
