Advance Event Details
 

The 2011 Police Sport UK Track & Field and Tug of War Championships will take place at the Norman Green Stadium, Tudor Grange, Blossomfield Rd, Solihull, West Midlands. B91 1NB. The stadium is set within Tudor Grange Park.
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Solihull is a pleasant and affluent town 15 minutes drive south east of Birmingham. It is mostly residential, being served by a small town centre. Within the centre are the High Street shops including all the usual chain stores and a number of independent specialist retailers. The recently built Touchwood Centre has seen its popularity increase as a shopping destination, and it’s also home to a Cineworld Cinema, and many restaurants and bars. Solihull is also home to the world famous Land Rover brand.

Rooms have been reserved at St John’s Hotel, Warwick Rd, Solihull, which is a 5 minute walk from the track. This will be the main hotel where we have negotiated a discount for members.

Cost per room per night is £65 for a twin.

A reception point will be set up here from 2pm until 10pm on Tuesday 5th July. 

Other hotels are close by, including the Holiday Inn, and Ramada within Solihull town centre. Other hotels are slightly further out of town. Premier Inn have 3 hotels within 3 miles along Stratford Rd, Shirley, Solihull. Premier Inn Hockley Heath and NEC/Airport are also with 10 minutes drive away.

Holiday Inn, which is in Homer Rd, a 5 minute walk from the track, have also put aside a number of twin rooms at £129 per room until 27th May. Contact number 0871 942 9201, again quote PSUK.
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Directions and Travel Arrangements
 
By Train: Norman Green Stadium is situated on the edge of Solihull town centre on the opposite side of the road to Solihull train stain station. Service to Solihull is from Birmingham Moor Street, or Birmingham Snow Hill, both in the city centre. If you are arriving via Birmingham New Street, then both stations are only a short walk away.

By Air: Solihull Town Centre is approx 7 miles from Birmingham International Airport. Arrangements can be made for pick up for teams arriving by air, with the event organisers, from Birmingham International Airport only.
 
By Road: Solihull is served by the M42 motorway, junction 5, with easy access from the M6, M5 and M40. Follow the A41 towards Solihull and take the first exit road off. Turn right onto Warwick Rd and into the town centre. At the next roundabout, (a) go straight over for St John’s hotel which is just on the right or (b) turn left and then take the 3rd exit at the next roundabout for Blossomfield rd. Just after the bridge is the entrance for Tudor Grange on the left, but take care, it’s easy to miss.

Stadium Access: Entry to the Stadium is gained by turning right as you enter the car park. By coming past the leisure on your left, keep going as far as you can and you will come to the car park for the track. There is a gate on the left as you enter the car park for access. At time of writing the council have decided to charge patrons for car parking as of March. Negotiations are taking place to waive this charge. More details will follow.

Presentations will take place shortly after the completion of the respective finals.
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Qualification
 
Competitors must be 18 or over to compete. All police competitors must be fully paid members of their respective force sports clubs and be police officer, police staff, retired police/police staff or member of the Special Constabulary.  (If in doubt please refer to the www.policesportuk.com website for a detailed definition). This event is for Police employees only. 
 
Any number of competitors from any force may participate and there shall be no limit to the number of events a competitor may enter. In any relay event only one team from each force may win a prize.
 
All athletes must wear their force colours. Failure to do so will lead to disqualification.
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Closing Date
 
The closing date will be 25th May. No late entries will be accepted. Entries are to be with me as per contact details on foot of this document. No entries on the day and no refunds for non attendance.
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Entry Confirmation
 
Entry confirmation will be sent on receiving entries and entry fees. Entries will be accepted by e-mail but will NOT be confirmed until cheques have been received. Each Force’s entries will be grouped in a package to be collected on attendance.
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Meal / Function
 
There will be a presentation meal and function on the evening of Wednesday 6th July. This will be held at Tally Ho! Sport and Social Club, Pershore Road, Edgbaston, Birmingham.

This is a 20 min journey from Solihull by car and transport will be available for those that need it. Transport will be provided and will leave St Johns hotel at 7pm prompt.
